


S.Y.A.: Heated Moments in Baseball





Batting:



A. Stepping on the Plate or In front of it:Rule:6.06(a)

1) If a batter steps ON the plate or IN FRONT of it BEFORE (he/she) hits or bunts the ball and the ball lands in fair or foul territory the batter is AUTOMATICALLY OUT. 

2) If a batter steps ON the plate or IN FRONT of it, BEFORE swinging, and the ball is completely missed it is a strike.

3) If a batter steps ON the plate or IN FRONT of it BEFORE swinging, and ball is not swung at and is not in the strike zone it is a ball.

4)If a batter steps ON or IN FRONT of the plate and is hit by the ball on part of the body it is a strike, unless getting out of the way of a would be hit batter. (Umpires Discretion)



B. Bunting:

1) If a batter steps ON the plate or IN FRONT of it BEFORE (he/she) hits or bunts the ball and the ball lands in fair territory the batter is AUTOMATICALLY OUT. 

2) If a batter steps on the plate or in front of it before bunting and is hit by the ball on part of the body that IS OVER the PLANE of the plate it is a strike.

3) If a batter steps on the plate or in front of it before bunting and is hit by the ball on part of the body that is NOT OVER the PLANE of the plate it is a ball. “ If (he/she) pulled back the bat.”

4) If bunting a ball into fair territory and the batter drops the bat and it hits the ball the batter IS OUT.

Rule:6.05(h)

5) If bunting the ball and and the ball hits the batter in fair territory then the batter IS OUT. Rule: 6.05(g)

6) If after bunting a ball, “ while running down to first base” the batter is hit with the thrown ball, (he/she) IS OUT if (he/she) is:Rule:6.05(i)/(m) 

I. Interfering with the play. (Umpires Discretion)

II. On the foul line not in foul territory. (Umpires Discretion)

III. Is in fair territory. (Umpires Discretion)

(He/she) is NOT OUT if:

I. The ball is thrown at the runner not the first baseman. (Umpires Discretion) 

II. He is in foul territory. 



C. Dropped Third Strike:Rule:6.09(b)

Def. - Any ball that is a third strike and hits the ground before being caught, or is not caught.  


a) The batter/runner may attempt to reach 1st base safely.


b) If there are less than 2 out and 1st base is not occupied, the batter must be tagged or thrown 
   out at 1st base before reaching the base safely.  


b)With 2 outs the batter must be tagged or thrown out at 1st base even if 1st base is occupied 
   unless the 3rd out is made at another base. 

1) A dropped third strike DOES NOT take place when there are LESS than 2 outs AND first base is occupied. Rule:6.05(c); 6.09(b)  First base is considered occupied even if the runner is attempting to steal second base during the pitch because he has not occupied second base prior to the delivery of the pitch.

2) When the bases are loaded with 2 outs and a dropped strike occurs the catcher MAY step on home to get the third out. “As long as he has the ball.”

3) BRONCO : A runner on third can attempt to go home on a dropped third strike in Bronco if the catcher is attempting to tag, or throw out the batter/runner at first base.  

4) BRONCO: If first base is occupied with a dropped third strike the umpire shall call “Strike Three – the Batter is OUT.”   This is to prevent batters from attempting to advance to first and confusing the catcher.  A runner can attempt to steal 2nd or 3rd base on strike three, and the catcher can attempt to throw the runner out.  

5) PONY & COLT: A runner on 3rd base may attempt to go home at their own risk on a Dropped Third

strike. 



D. Batting out of order:Rule: 6.07

1) If a batter is batting out of order and is caught during (his/her) at bat, the correct batter is put in and keeps the count of the previous batter. Rule:6.07(a)

2) If a batter is batting out of order and is caught after getting on base, all runners return to there original base before (he/she) batted, and the correct batter is called out. The next batter then bats. Rule:6.07(b)

3) If a batter is batting out of order and is caught after getting out, the correct batter is given the out and all runners return to their original base they were at before the out and the next batter bats “If that was not the third out”. If it is the third out the teams change offense/defense.Rule:6.07(a)

4) If a runner has batted out of order and it is not caught by the time the next batter is done batting the game keeps going and the batter that got skipped does not get to bat. “No at bat given in score book.” Rule:6.07(c)

5) If a “runner A” has batted out of order and it is not caught by the time “batter B is done batting and batter B has also batted out of order and is caught:Rule:6.07(a)


I. All runners return to base previously at before batter B batted.


II. Runner A is safe.


III. The correct batter is out.



A. If the correct batter is on base he is credited with an out but remains on base.



B. If the correct batter is out all ready, The batter he batted in place of gets his out and 


he gets the out of the current batter.  Runs and outs caused by Runner A stay as before.



E. MISC.

1) A batter may hit a ball that has hit the ground or plate.

2) A batter may not swing at a ball twice. “1 strike given.”

3) A batter may check his swing and then hit the ball. (Umpires Discretion)

4) A batter may not hit the ball twice. “ Automatic Out.”

5) A batter is awarded 1st base if hit by a pitch. “Even f it hits the ground first.” 

    See Definition of a “BALL” in Major League Rule Book.





Running:



A. Hit Ball, Hitting Runner: 

1) If a hit ball hits a runner that is running in front of the players fielding the ball in fair territory (he/she) IS OUT.

2) If a hit ball hits a runner that is running behind the players fielding the ball in the infield (he/she) is NOT OUT.6.09(c)

3) If bunting the ball and the ball hits the batter in fair territory then the batter IS OUT.

4) If a ball is hit in front of the plate and the batter steps on the ball in fair territory or the ball hits the batter in fair territory the batter IS OUT.



B. Tagging Up/ Leading Off:

1) On a fly ball the runner may leave the base (1st, 2nd, 3rd ) as soon as the ball has been touched by the glove. “It does not have to be caught.”

2) A runner may only lead off no more than 10ft on third base. “R.Y.B.A. Rule.”





Pitching:



A. Pick-Off :Rule:8.05

1)  When picking off a runner the pitchers back foot must come off the rubber before throwing to 1st or 2nd base. “Right Handed Pitchers.”(Bronco, Pony, Colt only)

2) When picking off a runner the pitchers back foot must come off the rubber before throwing to 3rd  or 2nd base. “Left Handed Pitchers.”(Bronco, Pony, Colt only)

3) When picking off a runner on 3rd base the pitcher does not have to take his foot off the rubber as long as he steps directly at 3rd without bringing his front leg backwards “Behind his back leg” or forwards 

“ towards the plate” “Right Handed Pitchers.” (Bronco, Pony, Colt only)

4) When picking off a runner on 1st  base the pitcher does not have to take his foot off the rubber as long as he steps directly at 1st without bringing his front leg backwards “behind his back leg” or forwards “ towards the plate” “Left Handed Pitchers.”(Bronco, Pony, Colt only)



B. Balk:Rule:8.05

Def.( Any move made by the pitcher to distract or mislead the runner or batter while in the SET POSITION.

1) Different Balks:(Bronco Pony Colt only)

I. Turning shoulders.

II. Not coming to set position before pitching.

III. Picking off 1st or 2nd base with out stepping off the rubber with back foot “Right Handed Pitcher.”

IV. Picking off 2nd or 3rd base with out stepping off the rubber with back foot “Left Handed Pitcher.”

V. Faking a pitch.

VI. Moving back foot Forwards and backwards or side to side.

VII.  Bringing front leg backwards “Behind his back leg” or forwards “ Towards the plate” when picking off  3rd base “Right Handed Pitcher.”


      VIII. Bringing front leg backwards “Behind his back leg” or forwards “ Towards the plate” 


when picking off 1st base “Left Handed Pitcher.”


      IIX. Lifting front leg up and down with out pitching.



F. Hit Batter:

Def.( ANY Pitch that is live and makes CONTACT with batter.


Pitch that is live (Any ball that has NOT made contact with batter catcher or bat.

1) If a batter is hit by a pitch:


I. The ball is immediately dead.


II. Batter gets to advance to first “If injured pinch runner may take (his/her) place.


III. Any runners get to advance “1” base from the original base he was on before pitch, ONLY 
if FORCED to by batter:



A. If runner is on 1st (he/she) gets to advance to 2nd, “possibly forcing runner on 2nd to 


advance to 3rd etc.”



B. If runners are on 2nd or 3rd they DO NOT get to advance unless forced to by runners 


behind.


IV. Anyone attempting a steal is not out and must return to previous base unless “forced up. See 
section Pitching, F,1,III,A/B.”

2)If a pitch HITS the GROUND and then the batter the batter gets to advance to first IF:

I. The ball did not first hit the bat or catcher first.

II. The play is NOT called dead before pitch

III. The batter is NOT batting out of order. “see section Batting,D”
